1. No reason to fear 
 

Matthew 28:5-6 The angel said to the women, “Do not be afraid, for I know 
that you are looking for Jesus, who was crucified. He is not here; he has 
risen, just as he said. Come and see the place where he lay.” 

Because Jesus is alive, we have no reason to be afraid. Anytime God tells us 
not to be afraid it is always in the context of, ‘For I am with you.’ He 
promises to help and protect us. We can focus on His love and make wise 
decisions from a heart of peace. 

2. Power in prioritizing
